Project Description:
This project consists of the construction of 96 new lots for single-family, site built

residences on 23.6 acres of land. Also included are approximately 4,250 linear feet of
new paved streets, new 10” and 8” PVC water lines, new 2” and 4” polyethylene gas
lines, 288 new utility services and a sewer lift station and various storm drainage
structures and storm sewers. The construction includes several valves, hydrants, service
connections and other appurtenances. Also included will be approximately 5,200 1.f. of
off-site sewer line, 1,430 L.£. of off-site water line, 1,325 L£. of off-site gas line
construction and miscellaneous offsite paving.

The construction is all new construction to be placed upon. previously vacant desert land.
